VISTO el Informe de la Comision Permanente de la Junta Directiva, y

CONSIDERANDO:

Que la Convencion sobre el Instituto Interamericano de Ciencias Agricolas
fue abierta, el 10 de enero de 1944, a la firma de los gobiernos de los paises
americanos;

Que el Comité Interamericano de Representantes de los Presidentes, en la
reunion verificada en Washington, D.C., en mayo de 1957, recomendo la revision
de la Convencion sobre el IICA con el objeto de fortalecer las actividades
agropecuarias de la Organizacion de los Estados Americanos;

Que, de acuerdo con esta Recomendacion, la Junta Directiva del IICA, en el
12 de noviembre de 1958, decidié aprobar el texto del Protocolo de Enmienda a
la Convencion sobre el IICA y abrirlo a la firma de los Estados Miembros de la
OEA, a partir del 1° de diciembre de 1958;

Que en virtud de no haberse logrado que todos los Estados Partes de la
Convencion depositaran sus respectivos instrumentos de ratificacion o de
adhesion, el Protocolo de Enmienda i» ha entrado en vigencia;

Que la Junta Directiva, en el 18 de mayo de 1962, aprobé una Resolucion
(Doc. IICA/JD-282) con el proposito de poner en vigor dos cambios basicos
contenidos en el Protocolo de Enmienda, referentes al sistema de cuotas y a la
celebracion de la Reunion Anual de la Junta Directiva con la concurrencia de
funcionarios de alto nivel de los Ministerios y Secretarias de Agricultura de los
Gobiernos de los Estados Miembros;
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Que la adopcion de la Carta de Punta del Este ha concurrido a la
reformulacién, ampliacion e intensificacion de los conceptos y las acciones de los
programas nacionales e interamericanos de desarrollo econémico y social;

Que en la Declaracion de los Presidentes de América las naciones americanas
han tomado la decision de aunar esfuerzos para el mejoramiento de la agricultura
y de la vida rural;

Que, en la Tercera Conferencia Interamericana Extraordinaria, reunida en
Buenos Aires del 15 al 27 de febrero de 1967, fue aprobado el “Protocolo de
Reformas a la Carta de la Organizacion de los Estados Americanos”;

Que, en la Carta reformada de la Organizacion de los Estados Americanos,
que ha entrado en vigencia el 27 de febrero de 1970, los Estados Miembros de la
Organizacioén han convenido en una amplia gama de normas econdmicas, sociales
y sobre educacion, ciencia y cultura, segiun las cuales dedicaran sus maximos
esfuerzos para acelerar su desarrollo econémico y social;

Que el desarrollo rural es parte integrante y condicionante del progreso
econémico y social general de los paises americanos;

Que el sector agrario comprende gran parte de la poblacion total de los paises
americanos y, por ello, la promocion del desarrollo rural como base del bienestar
de todos sus pueblos, es fundamental para lograr la paz y la seguridad en la
region;

Que el Instituto Interamericano de Ciencias Agricolas, como el organismo del
sistema interamericano, especializado en agricultura, por la accion desarrollada y
la experiencia adquirida, ha contribuido efectivamente para el desarrollo rural en

Que, para poder responder con mis plenitud a los imperativos y a las
caracteristicas del proceso de desarrollo econémico y social, determinado por los

In
this manner, the information in these documents, plus the annual documents
will provide the basic references needed to inform member countries, national
institutions, other national and international institutions involved in rural
development about the work being carried out by IICA: its evolutionary process
—historical and institutional; its achievements and technical and administrative
progress, from the authentic sources.

REVISION OF THE QUOTA SYSTEM OF THE INSTITUTE
AND THE HOLDING OF AN ANNUAL MEETING

2. An annual meeting of the Board of Directors, which would be attended by
high—level officials of the Ministries or Departments of Agriculture of the
respective governments or by special representatives whom those Ministries or
Departments may appoint for the purpose, after the meeting of the Technical

AGREEMENT WITH THE GOVERNMENT OF COSTA RICA
ON PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES
OF THE INSTITUTE AND ITS PERSONNEL

The BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE INTER—-AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF
AGRICULTURAL SCIENCES,

HAVING SEEN the report of the Permanent Committee of the Board of
Directors of the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences, regarding the
agreement with the Government of Costa Rica on privileges and immunities of
the Institute and its personnel; and

CONSIDERING:

That on December 19, 1942, the Government of Costa Rica promulgated
Law No. 29, whereby it approved an agreement with the Inter—American
Institute of Agricultural Sciences;

That when the new Labor Code of Costa Rica entered into force in 1943,
situations arose that had not been foreseen in the aforementioned agreement;

That if measures were not taken through an additional agreement to meet
these new situations, the Institute would be exposed to constant claims on the
part of labor and to other operational difficulties;

That, in order to prevent a repetition of such occurrences and to assure the
proper functioning of the Institute, its Director has conducted negotiations with
the Government of Costa Rica, now culminating in the signing of an agreement
pending ratification; and

That Article 5 of the Convention on the Inter—American Institute of
Agricultural Sciences provides that the Director, under the supervision of the
Board of Directors, shall be the legal representative of the Institute,
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RESOLVES:

. To thank the Government of Costa Rica for sigiiing the agreement.

. To take note of the negotiations conducted by the Director General and of
the signing of the Agreement on Privileges and Immunities with the
Government of Costa Rica.

. To call attention to the fact that, in connection with the supervisory
responsibility of the Board of Directors stipulated in Article 5 of the
Convention, the Director General should duly consult with the Board of
Directors regarding any action he may consider it advisable to take to
conclude agreements or conventions and that, before signing any such
instruments, he should transmit to the Board the text of the corresponding
draft. This procedure will not be required to conclude operational agreements
for putting into effect activities provided for in the program and budget
approved by the Board of Directors. The draft intended for signature should
be presented at the meeting of the Board of Directors. If, within thirty days
from the time the text is presented, no member of the Board of Directors
requests a meeting to submit objections or recommendations, it shall be
understood that the Director is authorized to proceed to sign the agreement.

That agriculture and rural development are matters of the highest priority in
the efforts to hasten the progress and ensure the economic and social stability of
the American countries, and they represent areas of special interest to the
Organization of American States;

That IICA is a regional organization, supported by the American States,
whose hemisphere—wide impact is made possible through a decentralized
structure, which works in close harmony with national and regional institutions;

That IICA, because of being a regional organization, is adequately equipped
to render the support necessary to stimulate and promote the rural development
of the region, without detriment to the authentic values of each national culture;

That 1ICA’s identification within the inter—American system as a specialized
organization in the agricultural sector is confirmed by its twenty—eight years of
action in the field of agricultural development in Latin America;

That this particular quality of IICA facilitates the exchange of concepts,
policies, ideas, experience, and information related to the improvement of
agriculture and of rural life;

That it is essential that close relations of coordination and cooperation be
maintained between the public and private technical and financial assistance
organizations, programs, and entities, within and outside the inter—American
system, in order to be able to render most efficient cooperation to the
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governments in their efforts toachieve their priority objectives, with reference to
their economic and social development policies, programs, and plans; and

That, to this end —taking into account the statement by the Secretary
General of the OAS on December 15, 1969, regarding the activities of the
inter—American system in the agricultural sector, and the proposals contained in
the General Plan of IICA— it is necessary to analyze the specific agricultural
development programs being conducted by the Institute and by other agencies
of the inter—American system, in order to determine which of these can best be
carried out as they are being conducted at present, which should be directed

RESOLVES:

1. To recognize the work performed by IICA and to begin the action necessary
to enable it more effectively to fulfill its role as the specialized organization
of the OAS in the agricultural sector.

2. To request the Director General of IICA and the Secretary General of the
OAS to make a joint study of the factors mentioned in the preamble of this
resolution and, on the basis of this study and in consultation with other
appropriate agencies of the inter—American system, to prepare a report
defining the activities that should be performed by IICA as an inter—
American specialized organization for agricultural development. This report
shall be presented to the Board of Directors no later than at its Tenth Annual
Meeting, which will be held in Lima, in May of 1971, notwithstanding the
fact that the conclusions contained therein may be taken into account in the
preparation of the program—budget, in accordance with paragraph 4.a) of this
resolution.

AMENDMENT OF THE CONVENTION

The BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE INTER—AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF
AGRICULTURAL SCIENCES,

HAVING SEEN the report submitted by the Permanent Committee of the
Board of Directors; and

CONSIDERING:

That the Convention on the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural
Sciences was opened to the signature of the governments of the American
countries on January 10, 1944;

That the Inter—American Committee of Presidential Representatives at its
meeting in Washington, D.C., in May 1957, recommended that the Convention
on the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences be revised for the
purpose of strengthening the agricultural activities of the Organization of
American States;

That in accordance with that recommendation the Board of Directors of
IICA, on November 12, 1958, decided to approve the text of the Protocol of
Amendment to the Convention on the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural
Sciences and to open it to signature by the member states of the OAS as of
December 1, 1958;

That since not all the states parties to the Convention have deposited their
respective instruments of ratification or adherence, the Protocol of Amendment
has not entered into force; -

That on May 18, 1962, the Board of Directors approved a resolution (Doc.
IICA/JD—282) aimed at putting into effect two basic changes contained in the
Protocol of Amendment, concerning the quota system and the holding of an
annual meeting of the Board of Directors attended by high—level officials of the
ministries or secretariats of agriculture of the governments of the member states;
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That adoption of the Charter of Punta del Este has contributed to
reformulation, broadening, and intensification of the concepts and activities of
the national and inter—American economic and social development programs;

That in the declaration of the Presidents of America,the American nations
have decided to join efforts for the improvement of agriculture and rural life;

That the Protocol of Amendment to the Charter of the Organization of
American States was approved at the Third Special Inter—American Conference,
held in Buenos Aires from February 15 through 27, 1967,

That in the Charter of the Organization of American States as amended,
which entered into force on February 27, 1970, the member states of the
Organization have agreed upon a broad range of economic, social, educational,
scientific, and cultural standards, under which they shall make the utmost effort
to speed up their economic and social development;

That rural development is an integral and influential part of the overall
economic and social progress of the American countries;

That the agricultural sector contains a large part of the total population of
the American countries and, therefore, promotion of rural development as a
basis for the well-being of all their peoples is fundamental for achieving peace
and security in the region;

That the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences, as the specialized
organization of the inter—American system in the field of agriculture, through
its activities and based on its experience, has effectively contributed to rural
development in the hemisphere; and

That to more fully meet the requirements and characteristics of the process
of economic and social development, determined by scientific and technological
progress, it is appropriate to redefine the objectives and functions of the
Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences and to provide it with a more

PREPARATION OF AN AGREEMENT ON TRANSFER
OF THE RESEARCH AND TRAINING CENTER

The BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE INTER—-AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF
AGRICULTURAL SCIENCES,

HAVING SEEN the report submitted by the Permanent Committee of the
Board of Directors of the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences; and

CONSIDERING:

That the General Plan for the next five—year period, interpreting the general
objective and defining the basic strategy for the Inter—American Institute of
Agricultural Sciences of the OAS, proposes that the Research and Training
Center be transferred, together with its properties, installations, and equipment,
to countries or institutions within the inter—American sphere interested in
taking advantage of the existing facilities;

That the Advisory Committee has recommended adoption of a plan for the
gradual transfer of the Research and Training Center to interested countries or
institutions;

That the Technical Advisory Council reached agreement to the effect that the
Director General be authorized to talk with the Government of Costa Rica and
explore alternatives, in order to ensure the continuity of the Research and
Training Center under the most appropriate system and supported by the
necessary funds;

That the aforementioned transfer should be carried out in a gradual manner,
taking into account a decreasing level of financial support and the measures that
may be necessary to prevent deterioration of the institution before the process
of transfer is completed, which process, it is estimated, may take seven years at
most;

That the Government of Costa Rica signed a contract, authorized by law,
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with the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences, dated December 19,
1942, concerning the establishment of the experiment station of the Institute at
Turrialba; and

That the continuity of the Research and Training Center as a national and as
a regional agency would help to strengthen the training and research institutions
and improve agriculture and general well—being in the Americas;

RESOLVES:

1. To authorize the Director General to negotiate with the Government of Costa
Rica and the interested countries or institutions a draft agreement on the
transfer of the Research and Teaching Center.

2. To request the Director General to submit to the Board of Directors at its
next Annual Meeting the draft agreement on transfer or alternatives for
dealing with the matter, taking into account the suggestions made on the
subject by the Advisory Committee and the Technical Advisory Council.

3. To authorize the Director General to use such resources as may be necessary,

from the General Working Fund, to meet the expenses that may be
occasioned by the carrying out of this resolution.

ADMISSION OF NEW MEMBERS TO THE INSTITUTE

The BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE INTER—AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF
AGRICULTURAL SCIENCES,

HAVING SEEN the report of the Permanent Committee of the Board of
Directors of ‘the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences on the
admission of new members to the Institute (Doc. IICA/JD—374 rev. 7), and

CONSIDERING:

That some member states of the Organization of American States are
studying the possibility of adhering to the Convention on the Institute, signed
on January 15, 1944;

That the Government of Canada has also expressed its interest in becoming a
member of the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences;

That the IICA is an intergovernmental organization, established by the
aforementioned multilateral agreement, with technical duties of common
interest for the American states and, according to the provisions of Article 130
of the Charter, is recognized as an Inter—American Specialized Organization of
the OAS;

That the aforementioned Article 130 does not establish the condition that
Inter—American Specialized Organizations be composed exclusively of member
states of the Organization,

That the governments of the American states agreed upon the Convention on
the Institute in a spirit of solidarity and cooperation, in quest of solutions to
problems of common interest, and so that all the American states might
participate in the activities of the Institute and assist in carrying out its
objectives;

That Article XV of that Convention provides that the original of the
Convention “shall be deposited in the Pan American Union and opened for

103



signature by the governments of the American Republics”, an expression
equivalent, within the Charter of the Organization, to the governments of the
American states;

That, likewise, Article III, in providing that “the representatives of the
twenty—one American republics on the Governing Board (today the Permanent
Council) of the Pan American Union (today the Organization of American
States) shall serve as members of the Institute, and shall be considered as
members of the Board of Directors thereof”’, does not exclude other American
states that may not be members of the Organization from being members of the
Institute and, in turn, of its Board of Directors;

That, as a result, it can be understood that the Convention does not limit the
adherence of American states, even though they may not have republican forms
of government or belong to the Organization of American States and that it does
not prevent the Board of Directors from being composed of representatives of
contracting states not members of the OAS, in addition to the representatives on
the Permanent Council; and

That, moreover, this is not the occasion to decide whether, in order for a
state not belonging to the OAS to become a member of the IICA, it should or
should not meet the requirements established in the Charter for membership in
the OAS,

RESOLVES:

1. That, in the text of the Convention of the IICA, signed on January 15, 1944,
the expression “American Republics” should be understood to be equivalent
to the expression “American States”; that of “Governing Board of the Pan
American Union” to the ‘“Permanent Council” of the Organization; that of
“States members of the Pan American Union” to the term “member states”
of the OAS, and that of the “Pan American Union” equivalent to the term
“General Secretariat” of the OAS.

2. That, in the light of the preceding paragraph, the member states of the OAS
that do not have republican forms of government may adhere to the
aforementioned Convention on the Institute;
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3. That Canada can be admitted as a member of the Institute, following
approval of the pertinent request by the Board of Directors of the Institute,
in compliance with Article III of the Convention.

4. That once it hag ratified the convention on IICA, Canada may be represented
on the Board of Directors of the Institute.

The Report presented by the Permanent Committee of the Board of Directors
of the Inter—American Institute of Agricultural Sciences regarding authorization
to the Director General to sell certain plots of land and improve the installations
of the Tropical Training and Research Center, has been examined,

RESOLVES:

1. To authorize the Director General of the Institute, in conformity with his
request contained in Note DG/D—1469, to proceed with the sale of the plots
of land of the Tropical Training and Research Center, owned by the Institute,
with a total area of 539,561.35 square meters located in Costa Rica, whose
value has been estimated to be ¢/3.616,413.06.

2. To authorize the Director General of the Institute to use the funds from this
sale for the proposed construction to improve the facilities of the Center,
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with the understanding that the cost of such improvements shall not exceed
the amount obtained from the sale.

3. To recommend to the Director General of the Institute that all the
transactions carried out for this reason be accounted for in a separate part of
the present Construction Fund, and to request him to present to this Board,
at least once a year, a report on these matters.

ACTIVITIES OF THE GENERAL SECRETARIAT
OF THE OAS AND OF IICA IN CONNECTION
WITH THE AGRICULTURAL SECTOR

The BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE INTER—AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF
AGRICULTURAL SCIENCES,

CONSIDERING:

That in accordance with resolution IICA/JD—730-5 rev. 3 of the Board of
Directors dated November 20, 1970, the Secretary General of the OAS and the
Director General of the Institute analyzed the respective programs through a
Joint Committee with a view to establishing a coordination of efforts and
financial and technical resources in carrying out activities related to the
agricultural sector;

That the analysis showed both entities to have substantial resources for
carrying out assistance activities in the agricultural sector and that there is a need
for coordinated action in the formulation and implementation of the programs,
so that the available technical and financial resources may be used in a more
rational form and appropriate to the interests and priorities of the member
states;

That in view of its institutional and technical capacity and its decentralized
organization, IICA should be used to the maximum as the specialized
organization for agriculture; and

That coordination of activities should not, in itself, imply either reduction of
the resources allocated by the OAS to activities in the rural sector or increases in
the budget of the Institute, but rather that it should permit a more rational use
of resources available to both entities; and
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HAVING SEEN:

The report by the Permanent Committee of the Board of Directors regarding
the report by the Joint Committee on the analysis of the activities of the
General Secretariat of the OAS and of IICA in connection with the agricultural
sector (Doc. IICA/ID—894/72);

RESOLVES:

1. To take note of the report by the OAS—IICA Joint Committee and its general
conclusions, and recommend that the Institute as well as the General
Secretariat take them as guidelines for closer relations of cooperation and
coordination.

2. To authorize the Director General of the Institute to sign an agreement with
the Secretary General of the OAS establishing the basis for a system of
cooperation and coordination of the activities of both entities, thus
permitting maximum utilization of the Institute as the inter—American
specialized organization for agriculture.
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
