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Antecedent

The Program has more than 30 years of experience,
and has been implemented by the Argentine
Government in order to benefit families and producer
organizations in vulnerable situations, promoting
food security and sovereignty through access to
healthy products and a adequate food.

Adaptation in Haiti

It was an initiative aimed at small-scale agroecological production of fresh food. This was
transformed into a South-South and Triangular Cooperation program based on alliances
established between the actors involved.

It was executed involving more than:
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37,656 families 75 schools. 4,728 local volunteer Achieving between 10
and 913 community promoters (40% of and 15 horticultural
organizations. whom were women). species per garden.

Argentine cooperation provided specialized knowledge, training, technical assistance, and biological
inputs (seeds); IICA facilitated local coordination, logistics, infrastructure, and complementary
technical assistance, and the partners provided funds for the various operations and the hiring and
mobility of local human resources.

Main results

® Increased agroecological production of
vegetables through the development of
almost 40,000 orchards.

e The expenditure on food of the
participating families was reduced from
67% to 33%.

® 96% of the population improved their
diet.

e The population  experiencing  food
insecurity decreased by 5%.
