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Background

The Caribbean Climate Smart Agriculture (CCSA) Forum now termed the Caribbean Climate Responsive Forum
(CCRAF) was established in 2015. The forum consists of periodic events that are held each year and acts as a
neutral space where all can share, learn, plan, and promote policies, strategies and actions towards more
productive, low emission, sustainable agricultural systems that are well adapted to the changing climate of the
Caribbean. The Forum targets farmers, agriculture technicians, decision-makers and person with interest in
agriculture from IICA's 13 english speaking member states (Antigua & Barbuda, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize,
Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, St. Kitts & Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent & the Grenadines, Suriname, and
Trinidad & Tobago).

This year 2021 Forums is being delivered as a 4-part series under the theme 'Strengthening the Climate
Resilience of Caribbean Agriculture' and seeks to build upon the previous forums while enhancing its
innovativeness, interactivity, and impact through the delivery of practical and relevant topics. This year’s Forums
will be held exclusively online due to the current impacts and restrictions of the COVID-19 pandemic. Thus, all
participants will connect from their personal space. The duration of the Forums will be one-and-a-half (11/,) hours
in duration and will include both regional and national dialogues through breakout groups. Person from different
sectors and management levels are targeted to participate in these Forums.

Objective
To raise awareness of the key livestock production issues in the face of climate change and the practical adaptation
and mitigation approaches that can be implemented.

Audience: This Forum targets Farmers and Extension Officers from the Ministries of Agriculture and other
interested persons in the 13 English speaking IICA representative Caribbean countries (Antigua & Barbuda, The
Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, St. Kitts & Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent & the
Grenadines, Suriname, and Trinidad & Tobago).

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Breakout groups: All participant will be assigned to breakout groups based on their country, thus, there will be 13
break-out groups which will be moderated by the IICA Country National Technicians. Assignment to breakout
groups will be coordinated by the CCRAF organising team.

Break-out group dialogue: Two pre-defined questions aligned to the webinar topic has been developed for
discussion in the breakout groups. The questions will help capture, from the participants, strategies that can be
implemented to improve on-farm soil and water management and the challenges being encountered in
implementing these soil and water management strategies. All groups will be given the same questions to help
identify the similarities and differences among the countries to help guide the development of regional project
proposals based on the major common barriers identified.
Breakout group Questions:

e Question 1: What are the major barriers hindering livestock production in your country?

e Question 2: What actions can be taken to address these barriers?

Each group must assign someone to take notes and someone to report what was discussed in the stakeholder
engagement session. A google form has been developed to record the discussion. Upon completion, the person
assigned must select submit so that what was discussed will be sent directly to the CCRAF organising team.

Participant Engagement: Each group must select a presenter who will have 2 minutes to give a summary on what
was discussed in breakout groups. This regional dialogue will afford the participants an insight on the perspective
of the other participating countries on the same questions.

Software: An IICA’s Zoom link has already been set up where participants will register and receive directly,
information, including the link to the forum. The Forum will be hosted by the CCRAF organising team. Participants
will join the session from their private space. Please note that the Forum will be recorded.
